MSU Administration and Adjunct faculty 
recommendation letters will not be accepted.

CRITERIA FOR SELECTION: Applicants will be evaluated on the basis of:

        a. the essay describing the student’s need, the role of higher education in their life; 
            career goals, any achievement, community service and how they plan to use the award.

        b. the candidate's two (2) letters of recommendation from AFT Local 1904 
            bargaining unit members.
